war zone known as Croatia, Serbia
and Bosnia, is both energetic and
heartielt.

It is also the story of her mother and
 grandmother, and she flips from one
persona to another, as well as herself
as both child and adult. In addition, the
show is punctuated with snatches oi
songs from the musical Oliver!, a film
that the young Wurth loved and whose
orphaned character she identified wiih.
(Apparently, Oliver Twist himself, Mark
Lester, is a big fan of the show and is
in Edinburgh to support it).

With | Miss Communism Wurth lays
 her life bare, including a terrifying
encounter with Serbian soldiers she
refers to as ‘the incident.' Beyond that,
it's also an in-a-nutshell education of a
country (now countries) that's been at
the centre of European unrest since
World War I. And the whole thing is
periormed with the gusto of a survivor
and a truly professional performer.
